Chamber is growing, CEO says
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The Sandy Chamber of Commerce is growing rapidly despite the economic crunch that has left many other organizations stagnant, according to chamber CEO and president Nancy Workman.

Membership in the business group has surpassed 600, with about 100 of those members being added this year, Workman said. Meanwhile, only a handful of businesses have left due to store closures.

The chamber provides more than 300 networking opportunities for its members annually, Workman said. It also provides low-cost advertising via the chamber commerce report.

"The participation is huge," she said. "We are the least-expensive marketing tool available."

The chamber has also added a program for female high school students in recent years, providing them with training and mentorship opportunities. This year, the young women have also initiated several service projects.
